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3.5 Species of Concern 

The Project study area and immediate adjacent areas contain a mixture of terrestrial, wetland 

and aquatic species.  In this greater area, these environments have the potential to contain 

species of concern under Federal and Provincial agencies (species of special concern, 

threatened, or endangered).  All species of concern are identified and tracked by NHIC.   

 

Table 3-5 presents an annotated list of species of concern and sensitive species as recorded 

by NHIC and UTRCA databanks for the study area and immediate adjacent areas.  From 

this list, the following record was observed within the last 25 years:  

• Eastern Hognose Snake, Heterodon platirhinos (UTRCA 2001, Cedar Cr.; 

Threatened Species (THR) provincially and federally). 

 

Other species designated as sensitive species have conservation status ranging from S1S2, S2, 

S2S3, to S3 (critically imperiled to vulnerable) but are not considered as species of concern 

or species at risk.
